Local cultural memory of Ulytau: the sacralisation of the area by means
of symbolic forms encoding

Abstract. In modern memory studies, a distinction is commonly made between
cultural and historical memory. Cultural memory is formed by the media-participants
of the event, based on generational values, it has the ability to the constantly
transformation. Whereas historical memory is a combination of knowledge and
ideas about events in the past, accumulated through the information environment
controlled by the authorities.

This research paper applies theoretical developments to analyse nation-building
processes in Kazakhstan. It draws attention to the practice of constructing sacred
places of memory or special places of public worship. Considering that the toponym
Ulytau gave the its name to a new administrative entity, this is of interest how
knowledge about the cultural landscape revitalizes in the Ulytau district. After all,
within the Soviet period, it can be stated that much knowledge was literally displaced
to the periphery of socio-humanities in Kazakhstan. Whereas from a certain period
Ulytau is beginning to stay in the position as a special historical centre —a landmark
value for cultural memory. In this regard, the research work based on the study of
the processes of Ulytau transformation into a powerful modernization concept of
cultural memory restoration carries out through the sacralisation of the area.
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Introduction

The concept of «cultural memory» has a special heuristic potential in research work on the
identity of the cultural landscape, its character and specifics including by local communities.
The local society in a certain environment has its cultural memory leads to the rise of new
discursive aspects that move from cultural memory of the nation to the study of the cultural
memory landscape, including the problems to form different versions of local reality.
Therefore, the task of what and why should be mentioned, among urban communities is
discovered. This also allows to turn to the synthesis of the Concept of Cultural Memory
with some landscape research aspects. The issues of formation collective ideas about the
landscape determines how we understand, imagine and accept the landscape which is still
relevant. It is quite possible to find its valuable and functional guidelines using the methods
of urban or regional studies in the research of the local landscape.

Materials and methods of research

In the of presented topic research, the author relied on the conceptual positions of the
theory of memory by Maurice Halbwaks, Jan and Alleida Assman, Jeffrey Olick and Francis
Yates. The key sources became the archival materials published in various collections of
documents, then the visual observation results of the location and the performance of
symbolic Ulytau monuments and Internet media resources. The following methods of
scientific research were used in the preparation of this article: case study, discourse analysis,
methods of urban empirical research and semantic analysis of visual information materials
of the area.

Discussion

Cultural memory of the region is an extensive space for the preservation, propaganda
and upgrade of cultural meaning, «representing the most important elements of the city’s
culture (symbols, images, legends), this is the unity of cultural memory preservation for
the inhabitants of the region» and symbolically representing the regional environment
(Fedotova, 2019: 42-62).

Aspace withits own meaningful past, where theimage of the region is kept and distributed
in symbolic forms (names of streets, monuments, etc.). There are the areas of research that
reveal the peculiarities of differentiation of memory places using mental (mental) maps
of the population (Vandyshev, 2013; 101-121); recognition of regional memory by means
of cognitive function discovery of routine consciousness (Krokinskaya, 2016; 142-158); the
experience analysis to structure the memory of the region using the set of past texts (Buckler,
2008; 39-56). This episodic research can receive a new impetus within the framework of the
Concept of Cultural Memory of the region.

In addition to exiting research fragments, the relevance of cultural memory research of
the region is due to applied aspects. Its memory is a symbolic resource that is allowed to use
in order to create an attractive image of the region and build a local identity.
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In this regard, research related to management of the collective past, primarily as part of
the memory police will also be in demand. Thus, cultural memory is a factor determining the
present, since memory according to A. Megill performs «the image of the past, subjectively
structured in the present» (Megill, 2007).

The memory policy of a particular place is the activity of the regional community to
develop and use the mechanism of «substantiation» of the memory and commemoration
of its residents (Kapicyn, 2015: 30-42). Consequently, one of the tendency of this process
to create cultural memory — the study of commemoration being «in a wide semantic range
from the collective cooperation instrument and the support of memory dissemination to the
specific forms of activities to realize cultural memory» (Shub, 2016: 80-87).

However, this process we can consider from the other. Objectification of cultural memory
in the opinion of Jan Assman occurs in symbolic forms that determines the importance to
study the image practice of the region history. Cultural analysis of this problem makes it
possible to combine various factors of symbolic memory encoding as a result to establish the
relevance of memory, determining the value of previous images of the region.

The methodological basis of this approach is the communicative paradigm, the main
attention of that is the process of the idea development. In this case, not the content of
cultural idea being studied but the process of their structuring, as a result, certain parts of
the past become significant for the inhabitants of the region. Additionally, the postmodern
approach and the constructive method allow us to consider the memory as a multi-layered
and dynamic structured, the structure in which largely depends on the factors of the social
and cultural development.

Results

Symbolic nature of local cultural memory.

The study of symbolic practices disclosing the process of truth encoding within the
framework of cultural discourse is a common phenomenon. It is based on a solid academic
foundation: the phenomenology of symbolic exchange of ]. Baudrillard, analysis of symbolic
powersymbolic structures by P. Bourdieu or semiotic recognition of cultural texts by Yu.
Lotman. The cultural memory of any location has a symbolic manner, whereas it «revives»
the past by symbols and it represents an institution that «symbolically manifests, objectifies
and accumulates» (Assmann, 2011: 17).

The process of image of the past area is a generalization of ideas how symbolic forms
such as monuments, films, musical compositions that the inhabitants meet daily, were
created. The memory of the inhabitants becomes a carrier of meanings and values of past
eras, a source of information kept and experienced in memory. At the same time, the old
days seem to contemporaries to be actual and often idealized, even in a new sense. This E.
Kassirer notes: «...it is not enough to repeat what is written on another period of time... the
perception of meaning as the past day, but not the present, keeps the image in the state and,
therefore, indicates that it has not disappeared. In that way, it impacts an ideal meaning to
the past and to itself» (Kassirer, 2002: 26).

There is a level of cultural memory: a biological level (as s set of personal memory of a
certain number of people) and a symbolic level associated with «social groups with a symbolic
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order, mass media, institutions and experiences that create a common past» (Erll, 2008: 5).
F. Yates achieved also the results presenting the concepts of natural and expressive memory
(in our case, symbolic) by analyzing ways to keep the memory of past eras. In his opinion,
in order to keep expressive memory, it is necessary to remind the past through locations
and images: «expressive memory consists of places and images» (Yates, 2014: 18). Since
ancient times, communities have chosen shrines that spread certain ideas, but the images
themselves had to perform the function of memorizing «words» and «things». Therefore,
«if we want to remember the image of some horse, lion or eagle, we have to relocate their
images in a particular place» (Yates, 2014: 22).

Thus, symbolic features of local cultural memory find the reflection in the sacred
attitude of contemporaries to particular images of the past — architecture and landscape
concentrated in certain locations. These cultural ideas are objective in the communicative
processes that support the socialization of fragments of cultural memories (processions,
forums, conferences). On the other hand, they become important because of authors
attempts of cultural memory of the city to explain episodes of the past and thereby create a
contemporary picture of local memory.

In the opinion of the American sociologist J.K. Olick, cultural memory is a product of
«collective conversations and symbols in the possession of individuals, as well as social means
of their preservation and dissemination» (Olick, 2002: 13). Itis notjust about the management
of the past, but also about the ways of encoding fragments of cultural memory (myth or
architectural composition) that serve as a guideline for the value of the figurative sense.

Symbolic encoding of the past affects the structure of local identifiers, which often rely
on the actor structuring and symbolic classification of fields. Collective identity, according
to M. Lamont, the predecessor of P. Bourdieu, is mostly relative, so cultural memory is
also unstable. This theory of relativity forms with support of the actual cultural repertoire
«through the structural context to which people can access and in which they live» (Lamont,
2002: 171). Consequently, the boundaries of differences between some communities and
others, including local communities, are based on value encoding processes.

For this reason, the boundaries of differences between some communities and others,
including local communities, are based on the meaning of encoding processes.

According to M. Halbwaks, «memories of facts depends «on the constraints» and
«landmarks» created by society, including ideas about the word, space and time» (Halbwaks,
2007: 68). Local communities realize the reality by means of symbolic encoding creating
particular values (landmarks and restrictions) that determine the attitude to the past.
Depending on the semantics of memory, certain values of past images of the area arise. The
semantics of local cultural memory discovers the symbolic potential of the cultural meanings
of the area, because «semantic memory connects a person with the collective, society as
a whole, through which important values and behaviors for the group are transmitted»
(Shub, 2017: 8). Turning to the practice of symbolizing the earthly past allows us to consider
cultural memory through a steady prism of encoding authenticity. As Yu. Lotman noted «in
the past, important and insignificant elements of the text structure were shifted under the
influence of existing new codes in order to decrypt texts kept in the memory of culture... the
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values in cultural memory are not preserved, but on the contrary are growing» (Lotman,
1992: 201).

New cultural meanings arise by the representation of the past, therefore cultural memory
should be understood not through the preservation of the past, but as a space of semantic
«accumulation» of illusions about the past into the symbolic figures» (Zavershinskij,
2019: 253). Based on the symbolic nature of cultural memory of the area and applying a
communicative approach, in the process of symbolizing the past of the area, one can consider
the emphasis on the following issues. When researching cultural memory of a particular
place, it is necessary to turn to the values reflecting and representing its past. It determines
by the following three questions:

1. How expresses cultural meaning by symbols (ways of encoding fragments of the local
past);

2. How occurs the process of symbolization (communicative trajectories of memory
symbolization);

3. Who represents (making of meanings, making of collective ideas about the past of the
area).

Methods of symbolization and sacralisation of region memories can be implemented
using the following mechanisms (Picture 1):

Ways of encoding fragments of the Earth’s past: on the example of the Ulytau region.
Important tools that provide representation of the cultural values of the area include
everything that allows us to encode and distribute valuable information for the team.
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Currently, this should include, first of all, the practice of memory objectification that
determines not only the installation and demolition of monuments, but also the opening
and holding of «cultural events and festivals; new museum expositions and new museums;
articles, textbooks and manuals, rewriting official texts» (Makarov, 2008: 10).

According to J. Baudrillard, the concept of «code» is a means to «organize and compress»
(Baudrillard, 2016: 12) or, in the other words, to use a special combination of signs for the
distribution and perception of cultural meanings. Symbolic codes of cultural memory
represent a regulating system of values of this area for understanding the past and the
distribution of memorable information about the earth. By means of encoding, not only the
structuring of values for the inhabitants of the Earth takes place, but also the development of
the earth values. Modern practices of encoding fragments of the past area are very diverse.

First of all, such diversity can be considered as methods of encoding values based on
the types of communicative perception of information by human organisms providing
visual and verbal (verbal) codes. Verbal codes play the same role in modern practices of
symbolizing the Earth’s past. In the process, the meaning is communicating not only by a
word or a name, but also by complex verbal structures. According to J. Verch, memory with
the help of modern narratives turns into matter, it is objectified (Wertsch, 2009: 117-137). Plot
texts describing about episodes of the local past explain the current processes in many ways,
because with the help of narratives «we regulate our memory, our intentions, our life events»
(Brockmeyer, 2000: 29). Throughout the narratives which memory is based on, there is an
interpretation of the present and the relevance of the past (Malinova, 2018: 32), because they
«reflect reality and fill it with meaning» (Tul’chinskij, 2016: 8). Consequently, the process of
symbolization that transforms memories of the past is, in this case, the representation and
recreation of narratives about the earth using various means of memories.

Thus, with the help of myth, the sacralisation of the local past as a simplified narrative is
implemented, the initial level of cultural meaning (event, process, fact) is formed. For cultural
memory, it is not a documentary story that is important, but an event that is remembered
and re-perceived in memory, here is meant a myth: «A myth is a justificatory event, an
event told from the moment to explain the present» (Assman, 2004: 54-59). Thanks to the
myth, history becomes normative and permanent. Using the example of Ulytau towards the
revival of cultural memory throughout the mythical symbols, one can consider the idea of
«Zheruyyk» by Asan Kaigy.

Sacralisation of Ulytau through the legend and visual representation (monument) and its
reproduction in memory.

According to the legend, the famous poet-zhyrau, utopian philosopher Asan Kaigy was
buried in the burial ground of Aulie Akmeshit in the Ulytau district (Tilepov, 2015: 27-53).
Alkey Margulan, who studied the political actions of zhyrau, writes that «he thought a lot
about people’s care, and then he became «kaigy» (grief)» (Margulan, 1985: 65). The scientist
noted that Asan Sabitovich lived in the XV century, as a diplomat, was an adviser of the first
Kazakh khans, Kerey and Zhanibek. The poet-thinker in his songs called the people to unity
and predicted the danger of losing the Kazakh lands located between two great empires,
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such as Russia and China. For this reason, Zhanibek Khan, keeping in mind the migration
problem, said: «If you don’t move from this city, the Russian will take this city», trying to
find a safe place and saying: If I go to Zhelmay and travel around the world, then you will
move to that country» (Auezov, 1991: 200). Under the legend, the poet-zhyrau traveled the
earth for 17 years with the ideas to have a comfortable settlement, a society in the utopian
style of «Zheruyk-Zhidelibaysyn» — a paradise corner for his peoples. According to Russian
researchers, he died in Central Asia (Abilqajyrqyzy, 2012: 8), having conquered the lowland
belonging to Ulytau. In modern literature, Ulytau is also called «a comfortable place for the
life of the Kazakh people» (Abdigaliuly, 2017: 53).

Thus, the Ulytau region is characterized by the epithets «kutty meken» (blessed land),
«zheruyyk» (paradise, Promised Land), «Otan ana — Ult uyasy» (Homeland) for the Kazakh
people elected Asan Kaigy. At the same time, throughout the legend, we observe the process
of Ulytau sacralisation and the revival of symbolic codes in cultural memory in real life.

It is important to pass on the legend throughout a monument visualization in order to
keep it in memory in real life and provide the generation continuity. The visual encoding
of memory includes, first, material objects (architectural, art objects) that provide spatial
reference to a time-constant or sacred place. In this context, A. Assman notes that this century
is characterized by something called hyper visualization, since memory is transmitted not
by witnesses, but by the «invention of history as an interesting plot» (Assman, 2016: 35). In
the information flow, these are visual signs reflecting vivid images of the past, promoting
to their consolidation in cultural memory. The modern world strives to be «visible,
photographed, recorded on film and camera and, ultimately, projected onto the screen»
(Ozhe, 1999). Therefore, as in the legend, the monument of Asan kaigy was laid at the foot
of Aulietau and its statue was turned to the local population as a blessing with open arms,
which can be associated with the recognition of this region of zheruyyk.

Researcher of the philosophy of psalms in the Middle Ages, Candidate of Philological
Sciences Tolysbai Kenzhaly, «the dream of Asan Kaigy is to find a location where the God
has mercy on Man». Therefore, Ulytau, most likely, will be sacralized as a land «where the
mercy of God descended from heaven» (Tolysbay, 2006: 187). In this regard, Asan is a link
between God and the people; it can testify to his role as a bearer of peace to the people, asking
for support from the Creator. In addition, the sculpture of akyn-zhyrau is made in white,
its symbolization in Kazakh folklore is the white color of holiness, symbolizing goodwill,
loyalty, holiness (Hasenov, 2012: 5-11). Asan Kaigy voluntarily in order to receive a blessing
from God or blesses the coming guests in his own way. At the same time, the ceremony of
«Ak Bata» is also identified with the expression of sincere desire, the expression of love for
each other, the unification of relatives, faith in a bright future (Sarsambekova, 2021: 131).

In the course of field research, it was found that during the pilgrimage to the Ulytau
district, to the top of Aulietau Akmeshit, visitors read a blessing at the Asan Kaigy monument
and say wishes: «Let there be my way, let there be a white way». In addition, the ceremony
of veneration and worship of the holy qualities of Asan Kaigy, capable to predict the future,
is spreading among the graveyards. In addition, the ceremony of veneration and worship
of the holy qualities of Asan Kaigy is capable to predict the future, is spreading among the
graveyards.
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Besides, visual representation strengthens sacralisation idea in Ulytau region based on
visual media — posters and billboards. The purpose of visual artistic comprehension of the
meaning and areas of Ulytau in the national identity directs the structuring of the holiness
narrative on the part of the state. The slogans «Ulytau is the cradle of the Kazakh people»,
«Ulytau is the pride of the people», «Ulytau is the house of our ancestors», «Sacred Ulytau
is the center of history and political life» are written in the information tools collected by
external control.

Due to the fact that many slogans are written in Latin graphics, it can be noticed that
intensive de-russification processes are taking place in historically significant places.

In conclusion, one of the modern approaches aimed at structuring a unique image of
the area in encoding fragments of the past is structuring cemetery practices. Therefore, the
creation, sacralisation of the memories associated with Ulytau, including the concept of
«Zheruyyk» within the framework of Asan Kaigy, the brand «Sacred address, blessed Tengri»
is an effective way to recreate cultural memory. Today, the brand is becoming «practically
a social legend — a way and means for a person to understand reality and orientation»
(Tul’ chinskij, 2013: 37).

Communicative trajectories of memory symbolization: on the example of the Ulytau region.

Various trajectories of the past meanings development to communications are based, in
particular, on the terms of the idea formation. As N. Luhman notes, «the meaning can be
updated only in an eventful way» (Luman, 2005: 15), that is, it arises by the communicative
process generates a cultural meaning of the event. In communication realizes the
objectification and the transmission of meaning, because symbolic forms do not matter
by themselves. Assman emphasizes that cultural memory is «in constant interaction not
only with people’s memories, but also with external signs» (Assmann, 2011: 17). Cultural
meanings lose their value, they are not filled with the necessary content, in the end, past
images of the area are forgotten if the episodes of memory are not experienced together
and not spread in events, publications, meetings, ceremonies. It is important to consider
the main trajectories of meanings movement or the communicative channels of meaning
development that provide representation processes of the past place. This includes formal
and informal representation levels of the past place.

As a rule, a significant part of the memorable information about the current locality
develops purposefully within the framework of the local memory policy. The formal forms
of memory are constantly changing, as «the boundaries between the public and the hidden
are changing» and these changes affect how the past looks like (Olick, 2012: 51). At the
formal level, as a rule, symbolic dates are fixed, an agenda is being formed, what needs to
be remembered and how to remember a certain area (from choosing a memory repertoire to
the collective practice of memory preservation). The informal level includes not only civic
initiatives (for example, patriotic events or associations of defenders interests any social
group), but also folk creative activities of collectives keeping memories fragments in songs,
legends, proverbs, festive events.
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Formal and informal levels of the past locality image.

1. The complex of cultural and historical revitalization carried out by the authorities
attributes the formal level of the past locality image. On the example of Ulytau, this process
dates back to the First World Kuryltay of Kazakhs held in this region in 1992. According to
local historian Bakhtiyar Kozhakhmetov, this is a historical event designed to re-mobilize,
unite the Kazakh clans into the ancient Atameken (Kan, 2011: 231). Subsequently, in 1993,
the Ulytau district experienced several important events: on September 15 of the same year,
ex-President N.Nazarbayev erected a monument «The integrity of Kazakhstan’s statehood
and the unity of peoples» (Baidaly, 2017) at the foot of Aiyrtau, the gateway to Ulytau. The
first head of the country on Khan Ordasy Square raised a white koshma in the mausoleum
of Alasha Khan (Tleubaev, 2001: 6). Later then, the article «The future of Kazakhstan is in the
ideological unity of society», was published. In the article, the President Nazarbyev focused
on the possibility to realize the equality of citizens living in Kazakhstan based on increasing
the unifying role of the Kazakh people and the Kazakh language (Nazarbaev, 1993: 24).
Consequently, the events not only revived the past historical memory of Ulytau, but also
used the potential of Ulytau to overcome national ideological priorities.

The official stage of the restructuring of Ulytau historical memory identified from the
«interview at the Presidium of Ulytau»; it took place during the visit of N. Nazarbayev on
August 25, 2014. In addition, after this event, the Decree «On the Concept of Cultural Policy
of the Republic of Kazakhstan» was adopted, which states that the National Historical,
Cultural and Natural Reserve-Museum «Ulytau», the part of the cluster «Unity of Nature
and nomadic culture», is a place of discovery and study of the historical basis of steppe
civilization (Resolution, 2022). Therefore, the steppes of Ulytau ideologically is crossing
with the ideas of the leaders and Mangilik El (Interview, 2014).

Thus, the valuable character of Ulytau, firstly, will combine with the strategic ideology
and transmit as a symbol of national construction, unity and equality, the Country of the
Great Steppe.

Over the past five years, Ulytau has been in the center of attention of the authorities and it
is taking measures to structure its significant meaning, actualization of the policy of broad-
based Kazakhstani memory. In his speech at the «Ulytau-2019 International Tourism Forum»,
the Head of the State Kassym-Zhomart Tokayev stated, that «Ulytau should be a center
of ethnographic tourism at the international level» (Speech, 2019). President motivates to
appreciate the dignity of Ulytau like the navel of the Kazakh land, the place of confluence of
giant personalities. Later, in 2022, he held the first national Kuryltay near the mausoleum of
Jochi Khan, and his great centuries. His great centuries-old mission — to make a decision to
unite — continued. Therefore, Ulytau should be perceived as the beginning of the institution
formation of statehood and khan’s power and be glorified by future generations as a symbol
of the country and unity. The official level of past reflection, the historical memory of Ulytau
will provide strategic measures carried out by the state.

2. The informal level of reflection of the past locality image includes not only civic initiatives
(for example, patriotic events or defenders associations of the interests of social groups), but
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also the creative activity of folk collectives keeping memory fragments in songs, legends,
proverbs, festive events. An example, itis an attempt of the local shaman Bakbergen Ayashuly
in the Ulytau district to increase the potential of Aulietau Akmeshit. Shaman Bakbergen
Ayashuly told that seven Shipager Sufis are buried on the top of the mountain: Sapar Aulie,
Gulsara Ana, Murat Ata, Tana Ana, Kali Ata, Yrza Ana, Tursyn Shami. In 1997, with the
support of the local population, B. Ayashuly installed the sign of the seven saints in Aulietau
(Kasietti Aulie tau, 2022).

The imitative graves of a local shaman on the top of the mountain, dedicated to saints,
play a dominant role in the construction of the symbol of holiness, the holiness of Ulytau.

Therefore, at the formal and informal level, it turns out that the image of the past of the
area contributes to the restructuring, sacralisation and, thereby, it increases the recognition
of the historical and cultural memory of the region.

Compilation actors of collective ideas about the past of the area.

Actors involved in the development of fragments significance of region cultural memory,
«capable to interpret authenticity and to possess the resources to their promotion» interact
in the processes of the past locality image (Malinova, 2018: 31). Actors reflecting the local
past, whether individuals or collectives; make the reflection on collective experience and
its contextual interpretation, thereby form the actual repertoire of cultural memory. The
purposeful «<memory» implemented by the actors is the part of the policy of memory and
the practice of co-operation (from the adaptation of historical episodes of the region to the
establishment of anniversaries). To fulfill such a role, it is necessary to have an authoritative
public figure or political authority that provides access to the media (journalists, religious
representatives, scientists, etc.).

In the process of managing the collective past, relying on the formal and indirect levels,
the actors of making memorable structures include not only authoritative institutions and
formal associations, such as experts or business communities, but also individuals/social
groups involved in debates about the past (Miller, 2018: 114).

The activities of official factors may occur as part of the struggle for the interpretation
of the collective past meaning. At the same time, cultural memory serves as a condition for
identification for a group of people (Arnautova, 2018: 51). For this reason, the collective past
tense is, in fact, «a platform where one can fight not only for interests and resources, but
also for an identity that primarily supports and conducts these interests» (Olick, 2016: 49).
At the local level, this aspect is very relevant, since for regional authorities, cultural memory
of the region is a source of regional identity formation, closely related to the processes of
concentration and cooperation of local residents, the level of their self-realization, which
directly affects the activity of the population to participate in the affairs of the region.

Actors play a number of important roles in collective memory. Firstly, they interpret
fragments of memory and, thus, develop a systematic assessment of episodes of the past
and an understanding of their importance in the present. At the same time, it is possible to
attribute disputes between domestic historians about the influence of the Ak Horde and the
Golden Horde on the creation of the Kazakh Khanate, the scientific struggle for memory
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restructuring of the past. Thanks to the famous historian Zhaksylyk Sabitov, in Soviet times,
the thesis «Ak Orda (Horde of the Kazakh Ulus) is a dead end of the Kazakh Khanate» was
written in history textbooks (Sabitov, 2015: 842), but the Golden Horde is as a foreign state.
This point of view is firmly established and still continues in Kazakh and Russian textbooks.
However, as a result of a comprehensive study of the world medieval sources of Zh. Sabitov,
the works of native scientists Shokan Ualikhanov, Ibray Altynsarin, Mukhtar Auezov,
Kanysh Satpayev, etc. prove that the Kazakh Khanate is the direct heir of the Golden Horde.
Zh. Sabitov discovered that during the Soviet period, Kazakhs came from wild, nomadic
Uzbeks, did not accept the Golden Horde paradigm to show the absence of a separate
civilization, and did not form as a nation. Consequently, we see that it was convenient for
the Soviet authorities to represent the Kazakh people in such a mood. However, from the
independence, due attention is paid to the history of the Kazakh Khanate formation.

In 2013, at the first meeting of the interdepartmental working group on the study of
national history, the ex-secretary of the State Marat Tazhin focused on the fact that «the history
of the Golden Horde, the Horde khanates is the period of the Kazakh steppe formation,
which started an active interaction with the new Russian state (Speech, 2013). Later, in 2014,
at the state level Nursultan Nazarbayev puts the last point that the Kazakhs have a historical
connection with the Golden Horde, they became the Golden Horde successors. This event
led to the symbolic transformation of Ulytau as the land where the Golden Horde reigns —
the Kazakh Khanate, it has historical and cultural significance. It is the center of mining in
the Soviet Saryn.

Thus, the resolutions of scientific research and the recognition by authorities that the
civilization of the Golden Horde was established in the Kazakh steppe contributed to the
celebration at the international level of the Kazakh Khanate 550th anniversary and the 750th
anniversary of the Golden Horde. In the future, this paradigm continued and stimulated the
Kuryltai, the opening of the «scientific institute of the Jochi Ulus study» (Resolution, 2019)
under the Committee of Science of the Ministry of Education and Science of the Republic of
Kazakhstan directed at studying the period of Altyn-Orda.

Further, actors form cultural meanings «attach» images of the past to memorable places,
ensures their stability. Places of memory — «the kind of symbolic structure representing
an event... and passes it from addressee to addressee, from generation to generation»
(Rucinskaya, 2011: 36). Therefore, «the creation of places of memory (monuments, special
meeting places) can be called a way of symbolic reconstruction of a certain attitude to the
past» (Strel'nikova, 2012: 233). For memory survival, constant memorization is necessary, the
active inclusion in the process of memorization, otherwise the symbolic form becomes the
part of decorative rituals and actions that lose value and they remain only that P. Nora calls
remnants (relics). In his opinion, «places of memory live thanks to feelings, spontaneous
memories do not happen there. It is necessary to create archives, celebrate anniversaries,
conduct holidays, pronounce grave words, but it is non-realistic to perform operations such
as notarization of acts» (Nora, 1999: 25).

Some scientists call memorable places as signs and refer to them as cult, sacred places
(buildings, structures, natural objects, settlements, etc.). The interpretation of the landmark
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is «connected with the memorialization of specific local traditions (individual and group)
with the image of important events of the past in the present» (Zamyatin, 2020: 31). At the
same time, the process of interpretation, blurring the boundaries between the past and the
present, is distinguished by «creativity, visualization, realism» and, based on the language of
debates about understanding the past, «<new identities associated with memorable places»,
appear or are updated (Makarychev, 2012: 13).

Actors often use cultural institutions (museums, archives). The cultural values of the
region are distributed in collected and structured memorable information, as well as
educational institutions or political institutions.

Actors use the mechanism of construction of memorials in the reconstruction of regional
memory. As a case study, this can include measures aimed at re-regulating the symbolic
meaning of the Ulytau district. Work in this direction began since 2010.

In the complex, known as the «inauguration square of the great Khans», there was a
prototype of Kasym Khan, who ruled on the Kazakh land (1456-1472) until the last Kenesary
Khan (1841-1847), the names of the rulers of which were carved on both sides on the
granite. The white granite slate under the khan’s throne can mean the white felt. German
soldier Johann Schiltberg, he in the XIV century was captured by Emir Timur in the battle
of Nikopol, and then served in the Ulus of Jochi, described in his diary the ceremony of
election of the khan. Here, «in this country, the khan was raised three times, put in the white
felt. Then, going around the tent, they put a golden sword on him, and then he swears a
public oath» (Sultanov, 2007: 130). Therefore, probably that is why the area of these khans
was highlighted in white, and the back of the khan was in the form of a roof.

Thus, the personal qualities of the actor, authority in society and the level of education
influence the process of local memory representation and its past. The higher the level of
actors’ involvement and local residents in the restructuring of cultural memory, the more
active is the trend of its sacralisation in the region. In addition, it is noted that discussions
between scientists around the Golden Horde paradigm are expanding to the state level, the
authorities are taking targeted measures and concrete steps are being taken.

Conclusion

Summing up the above, one can make sure that there are certain differences between
the historical and cultural memory of the area, their dependence on political changes and
in some periods of interchangeability with each other. Therefore, in structuring memories
of the past of a certain region — Ulytau, there is a process of reconstruction in order to use
historical and cultural memory and their use in national construction. Thus, the following
measures and mechanisms apply to the revival of historical and cultural memory on the
example of the Ulytau space:

1. High potential of historical and cultural memory in the image of the past place and
its appearance. Historical memory is more closed and steadier than cultural memory,
and it is a set of data that is strictly controlled by the authorities. Historical memory data
always needs to be registered and a minority — special professionals, approves it. Moreover,
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cultural memory is able to spread continuously through the succession of generations, to
be forgotten and revived in critical periods. It has constantly fluctuated in the direction of
modern demand, thanks to the memories of several collectives. Therefore, cultural memory
determines the authenticity of the present, determines symbolic codes, value orientations of
the local environment. When researching cultural memory of a particular place, it is necessary
to turn to the values reflecting and representing its past. It is defined by three questions:

a) «What cultural meaning is expressed by symbols?».

b) «<How does the symbolization process happen?».

c) «Who represents?».

2. The cultural meaning of the local past realizes through the ways of encoding memory
fragments. The initial level of cultural significance creates as a narrative, streamlined by
a legend. This is because it is not the documentary history that is important for cultural
memory, but the history that is remembered, it is re-perceived in memory. At the same time,
the myth of Asan Kaigy associated with Ulytau and the installation (visualization) of its
monument is understood as a way of local representation and sacralisation. Consequently,
the representation of Ulytau through the narratives «Qutty meken» (Blessed land), «Qasietty
meken» (Sacred land) is connected with the legend of Asan Kaigy about «Zheruyyk».

3. Cultural memory is in the process of constant transformation not only by people’s
memories, but also by external communicative trajectories. Formal and informal tools are
used in cultural memory of the past locality image. The complex of cultural and historical
revitalization carried out by the authorities can be attributed to the formal level. At the same
time, the state should brand the Ulytau space with historical events — the Jochi Ulus, the
Golden Horde, the Kazakh Khanate with its great steppe country, and country symbols. In
addition, the typical level of local representation is the tendency of the region inhabitants to
rebuild the memory of indigenous peoples by collecting oral stories and creating imitation
tombs (seven Sufis at the peak of Aulietau Akmeshit).

4. The resources of actors play an important role in the development of the actual
repertoire of cultural meanings. The tendency to define cultural memory of indigenous
peoples occurs with the help of the struggle for identity between actors. It is established
that the Altyn-Orda paradigm in the scientific environment determined the statehood of
the Kazakh steppe during the period of the Jochi Ulus. Accordingly, this phenomenon made
it possible to recognize Ulytau at the world level as the capital of the Golden Horde, the
umbilical homeland of the Kazakh Khanate. Furthermore, actors form cultural meanings
by «attaching» images of the past to memorable places, which ensures their stability. The
creation of «The Great Khans inauguration site» in Ulytau is an attempt to link this region
with the Institute of Khans, important events on the way to statehood. Finally, the Ulytau
space is fixed by the «concept of Khans».

Islamic modernism in India in the second half of the 19th century and Sayit Ahmed Khan

Abstract. In the 19th century, when the industrial revolution was taking place in Europe, and the
major powers were colonizing the world, there were religious changes in the Indian subcontinent.
These processes are closely related to the above two factors, as India officially came under British
rule in 1857. During this period, Muslims, who were a minority in the Indian subcontinent and
faced the pressure of the Christianization of the British authorities on the one hand, and the Indian
missionaries on the other hand. Muslims lost their political power in the Indian country, which they
had ruled for centuries, and the Islamic education system collapsed. Indian Muslims sought a way out
of this difficult situation from religious traditionalism, religious fundamentalism, and also religious
modernism. It is the latter that interests us in this article. Modernists sought to reform religious
dogmas on the basis of rationality and reason. They believed that the way out of the deadlock was
to return to the basic, that is, to the Qur’an. Modernists divided the Qur’anic rulings into two types:
permanent, which must be fulfilled, and transitory, which is not considered mandatory. Indian
modernists criticized medieval Muslim scholars and encouraged the Muslim community to benefit
from Western science and technology. And in political matters, they often supported the British
government or took a passive position.

The article comprehensively covers the innovative ideas of 19th-century Indian modernists on
religion, Islamic law, and Islamic history, including the views of Sayyid Ahmed Khan, considered
the leader of Islamic modernists in India. We will also focus on the critical views of groups such as
Deobandism and Hadithism, which were against the modernist direction.
